stay inactive during the winter. Today, let’s look at some types of insects
that "become less active during the colder months. First, ladybugs are
much less active in the winter because they go to sleep for long periods.
They do this ?in large groups in places like piles of dead leaves and tree
bark. Second, some butterflies also limit their activity by staying asleep
during the winter. They gather together for warmth and shelter in parts of
the forest and spend several months in the same sleeping positions. Next,
although bees don’t go to sleep during the winter, they do ®reduce their
activity. They gather in tightly around their queen to create lots of warmth.
This helps their colony survive the cold weather. Lastly, ants do something
similar. They move deeper into the ground and minimize their movements.
This “helps them save energy until the weather warms up. Now, let’s watch
a video about these interesting insects.
